Just what does a Town Clerk do? I spent three days, 
January 13-15, at the “Newly Elected Officials School” 
in Rochester, listening to masters of the craft. Repre-
sentatives from the Office of the State Comptroller, the 
State Archives, and the Association of Towns dubbed 
Town Clerks the “unsung heroes” and the “backbone” 
of local town governments. Attendance wasn’t limited 
to new officials: I met several re-elected Town Clerks, 
attending a second time for a refresher!
Most Danby residents are familiar with the “public 
face” of a Town Clerk’s duties. As defined by law and 
custom, these include collecting taxes, issuing and re-
newing dog, hunting, and fishing licenses, along with 
marriage licenses and handicap parking permits. Be-
hind the scenes, though, Town Clerks are responsible 
for maintaining the records of all of these transactions 
and reporting the activities to the State.
In fact, the primary responsibility of a Town Clerk is to 
be the Records Management Officer for the municipal-
ity he or she represents. It is our job to be the keeper 
and protector of all Town information, all the way from 
tracking how money is collected and spent to record-
ing the government actions that affect the way residents 
live and work.
You can find all the information about Town operations 
in the Town Clerk’s office: Zoning Regulations, Town 
Laws, Board Resolutions, and the minutes of Town 
meetings. In short, Town Clerks are the guardians of 
the Town’s entire history, and it is our job to assure that 
the public has access to all the appropriate records.
January is traditionally the busiest time of the year in 
the Clark’s office. Every property owner is required to 
pay taxes by February 1, either in person or by mail. 
Most have taken the opportunity to pay in full, avoid-
ing the interest fees which accrue after February 1. !e 
money received becomes the Town’s funding source, 
paying for all the tasks required to keep our roads clear 
and our town operational.
We’ve also been seeing quite a few people coming in to 
renew Dog Licenses. An enumeration of Danby dogs 
was begun at the end of 2009 and continues this year. 
If you have a pup more than four months old, it needs 
a license. !e enumeration is required to keep tabs on 
the number of dogs in Danby. Do your part. License 
your dog. #

After a hectic month of work on Danby’s response to 
the dSGEIS (draft Supplemental Generic Environmen-
tal Impact Statement), the Task Force members took 
some time off for the holidays. But now, there are sev-
eral discussions going on among members about how 
we would like to continue.

We continue to support the Town Board in its efforts to 
pass laws that will protect the infrastructure and com-
mon resources of Danby--things like stormwater regu-
lations and road protection laws.

We have prepared a survey for Danby residents to com-
plete; it was included in the December Danby Area 
News, and is now available online as well. Its purpose 
is to find out what natural resources are in our town: 
wells, streams, wetlands, wildlife, and unique natural 
places. A second survey, also online on the Town web 
site [town.danby.ny.us/GasDrill] is helping us to un-
derstand what people in the town are thinking about 
future gas drilling in Danby.

Several Task Force members attended “Listening Proj-
ect” training in Van Etten during January. We hope to 
be out visiting our fellow Danby residents in the next 
few months.

!ere was a large rally in Albany at the end of the 
month. Several Danby residents met with our legisla-
tors to discuss Danby’s concerns about the regulations 
that have come out of the DEC, and to find out their 
positions regarding gas drilling in our area.

We are also committed to studying the issue of gas 
drilling in a larger context. !is involves learning more 
about the economics of the industry, the background 
of prices of gas and the cost of drilling, and the in-
dustry’s plans for the future. It’s a complex situation, 
and hard for most of us to understand. We welcome 
new members to come and work on this issue with us. 
An information folder is available in the main room in 
Town Hall (near the Community Library). It includes 
two copies of Danby’s dSGEIS response.

As our understanding and experience increase, we hope 
to have more public forums. Our next meetings will 
be on Wednesday, February 10 and !ursday, February 
25, both at 7pm in the Town Hall. #

Laws to control stormwater will be the subject of a pub-
lic hearing on Monday, February 8, 2010 at 6:45pm in 
the Danby Town Hall. !ree laws are proposed: the 
first, the Town of Danby Stormwater Management, Ero-
sion and Sediment Control Law, would establish require-
ments and standards to minimize the adverse effects 
of erosion, sedimentation, and point- and nonpoint-
source pollution that may result from land develop-
ment activities. !e other two laws amend the exist-
ing Zoning Ordinance and Subdivision Regulations to 
incorporate and/or reference the requirements of the 
Stormwater Law.

In general, the proposed Stormwater Law is similar to 
the NYS DEC law which requires erosion and sediment 
control plans and, in some instances, stormwater con-
trol facilities, for land disturbance activities of one acre 
or more. It differs from the DEC law by also requiring 
a simple control plan for activities involving one-half to 
one acre. Typical control practices include the installa-
tion of silt fencing, and seeding and mulching to pre-
vent erosion. !e full text of the proposed Local Laws is 
available in the Town Clerk’s Office, and on the Town’s 
website, [town.danby.ny.us] (in the Notices section).  
!e full text contains more details on what activities are 
subject to the laws, and what activities (such as most 
agricultural activities) would be exempted.

Reminder to Contractors: !e NYS DEC requires that, 
starting April 30, 2010, the owner/operator of any 
building project involving a regulated land disturbance 
must have at least one employee trained in erosion and 
sediment control. Contact the NYS DEC Division of

As I was working on my woodpile, a neighbor stopped 
to watch me split and the conversation came around to 
gas drilling...and why people don’t think of it as taking 
a portion of their local resources.
“Just like the water, trees, air, peace and quiet, and my 
nighttime, they will take the stars,” he said. !e con-
versation picked up octaves. “Would you let someone 
just say something is theirs and take it? Where will it 
stop? Why not topsoil? Sell it for some new agricultural 
industrial complex?”
“Sell our top soil? If it’s their land, they can do with it 
what they want,” I said between whacks.
“!ere is a survey showing that roughly 40 percent of 
properties have gas leases. Less than 5 percent of the 
population owns this land,” I hear, as we step back a 
few yards when as a stray maul hit sends a piece of ash 
careening. Actually, I think, the numbers are a bit more 
than 37 percent of the land in the county, with the 
leases sold by only about 6 percent of the adult, non-
student population.
“Either way, the numbers mean that all of us will suffer 
any negative consequences, but only 4 percent of the 
people will see any real benefit...and about half of those 
are absentee owners!” I retort, moving an interesting 
piece of black locust onto the chopping block.
Gas drilling is a hot topic in Tompkins County, and in 
our little Town of Danby.
!e Gas Drilling task force is working on some aspects 
of this issue, while the Town moves on others. Storm-
water regulations are on our agenda and I will present 
new highway road regulations to the Board during our 
February meeting.
Broadband Internet is not dead yet; a conference with 
new players is scheduled for late January. Southern Tier 
Regional planning is looking to team up with Tomp-
kins County for a grant that covers several regional 
counties. We will try to integrate our fiber optic net-
work with theirs.
Ozone has been in the news lately. We will follow up 
with informational workshops in the near future.
!e Town’s proposed new health care consortium has 
had a setback due to some regulatory problems with 
the insurance companies. We are confident that a pro-
posal will be before the Board by its March meeting.

!e SPCA contract is in the process of revisions. Com-
ments from residents have been incorporated into the 
rewrite. Some of your questions have led to the SPCA 
column in this month’s Danby News, and to the forma-
tion of a group to oversee operations, hear complaints, 
and network between Towns and the Animal Control 
agency. #

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A short extract from Joel Gagnon’s Broader View articles

Town and Planning Boards Act in Concert
!e Town Board’s regular meeting was on December 
14. !e major item of business was the passage of a 
resolution requesting Governor Patterson to withdraw 
the dSGEIS (draft supplemental environmental impact 
statement) proposed by the NYS DEC. !e dSGEIS 
would create a regulatory framework for horizontal 
drilling and high-volume hydraulic fracturing to ex-
tract shale gas. !e only other action of note was the 
nomination of Eric Banford, of East Miller Road, for 
a seat on the Tompkins County Environmental Man-
agement Council. Banford characterized himself as a 
life-long environmentalist. He has been active with the 
Center for Environmental Sustainability, an Ithaca-
based group, and has contributed to the work of the 
Danby gas drilling task force. !e position has been 
empty for some time. All the councilpersons in 
attendance (Joe Salino was absent) supported the 
nomination.
At its December meeting, the Danby Planning 
Board added its voice to the Town Board’s. Two 
resolutions were passed, both addressing the dS-
GEIS.
!e first supported the Town’s official response, pre-
pared by the gas drilling task force and adopted at the 
Town Board meeting on December 7. !e second sup-
ported the Town Board resolution requesting Governor 
Patterson to withdraw the dSGEIS. Comments from 
the audience urged passage, and both votes were unani-
mous.
!e planning board also passed a resolution supporting 
White Hawk Ecovillage’s application to the Commu-
nity Housing Trust Fund. White Hawk is requesting 
up to $20,000 in grant funding for future houses, in 
exchange for a guarantee that the houses would remain 
affordable for at least five years. !e resolution noted 
the desirability of affordable and energy-efficient hous-
ing in the Town, described in both its Comprehensive 
Plan and the Ecovillage’s approved plan.
Chairperson Bob Roe reported that the Town Board 
had clearly indicated its lack of support for Michael 
Hovanec idea to rezone a 5-acre parcel on Muzzy Road 
for higher density housing. Roe also reported, along 
with Sue Beeners, on the County initiative to establish 
an energy efficiency assistance program. Comments 
were uniformly positive.

Big Change in the West Danby Water District
Roy Casterline is retiring after 40 years as the West 
Danby water plant operator. Together with his wife 
Mary, who left this life last summer, Roy has run the 
water system in West Danby almost from its inception 
in 1969. Perry Crance, one of the original water sys-
tem commissioners and the first plant operator, asked 
Roy to fill in when he broke his ankle. Several months 
later, when Roy asked Crance when he was returning 
to his duties, Crance’s responded was that the job was 
Roy’s. Many years of trouble-free operation followed, 
with Mary doing the bookkeeping and billing and Roy 
keeping the system in good operating condition.

!ere were a few glitches, of course. A 
major break in the water line, at 

the intersection of Valley View 
Road and Maple Avenue, ne-

cessitated a shut down for 
a few days while a repair 
fitting was custom-fabri-
cated to Roy’s specifica-
tions. “Folks at the end 
of the system never even 

noticed”, said Roy, since 
there was enough water in 

the lines to keep them supplied 
throughout the outage, and plenty 

of chlorine in the system to ensure that it was useable. 
His enterprising and cost-effective work has kept the 
expenditures in an inherently expensive system (the far-
flung lines service relatively few users) within bounds.
Carl Seamon, Roy’s long-time assistant, took over as 
the plant operator on January 1. Gene Beavers, a recent 
Town Board member who has been very active in pro-
moting the welfare of the water system, will be the new 
assistant operator. A second assistant, Tod Sukontarak, 
will be added to ensure backup during vacations and 
other absences. Marge Seamon has taken over the bill-
ing. !e Board of Water Commissioners proposed ad-
justments to the operator’s salaries that will not increase 
the overall personnel expense, and the Town Board ap-
proved the changes at its January 11 meeting.
On January 4, the Town Board passed a resolution 
thanking Roy Casterline for, “35 years of wet and mud-
dy service to the West Danby Water District.” #

!e Town of Danby contracts with Tompkins County 
Animal Control for dog control ser-
vices. “Dog control” is required 
by the NYS Department of 
Agriculture and 
Markets, and 
includes help 
with stray or 
dangerous dogs 
and the enforcement of dog licens-
ing requirements. In addition, TCAC 
enforces the local Danby ordinances pertaining to dogs 
at large and nuisance barking.
In the event of a problem, contact an Animal Con-
trol Office at TCAC: every day, 9am-5pm, call 
607.319.5067. After hours, call 607.592.6773.
If you have lost an animal, be sure to check the SPCA 
shelter.
!e SPCA of Tompkins County is the humane orga-
nization serving Danby. !e SPCA provides a shelter 
for lost and unwanted animals, low cost spay/neuter 
clinics, obedience classes, adoption services, and inves-
tigation into complaints of animal neglect and cruelty. 
!e SPCA is always looking for volunteers and con-
tributions; you can help with dog walking, fostering 
animals, and caring for shelter residents.
During 2009, the SPCA took in 38 stray cats from 
Danby, and the TCAC collected 19 stray dogs and 2 
dangerous dogs from Danby. Danby residents adopted 
29 cats and 3 dogs. In addition to the stray animals, the 
SPCA accepted several dozen “owner surrendered” ani-
mals from Danby residents 
who could no longer care 
for their pet (the animals 
enter the SPCA’s adoption 
program). On top of all 
that, the SPCA provided 
neutering for 15 Danby 
cats through its low-cost 
neutering program. !e 
SPCA facility includes an adoption center for “people-
friendly” animals and a barn cat program for cats that 
aren’t suited to be housecats. When animals arrive at the 
shelter, they are given medical treatment when needed, 

neutered, and then made available for adoption. 33 of 
the 38 stray cats have gone home! Contact the SPCA 
at 607.257.1822, or visit them online at [ spcaonl i ne.

!e SPCA’s low-cost spay/
neuter program is for in-
come qualified residents of 
Tompkins County. Clin-
ics are weekly and serve 
cats, dogs, and feral cats 
for Trap-Neuter-Return 
(TNR). !ere is no charge 
for TNR cats, while the cost 

for other animals varies by species and gender, ranging 
from $40-$90.
