A Seller’s Experience

We recently gave some thought to relo-
cating to a smaller home in Danby. We 
called a realtor to get an idea of house 
value and market conditions. We also 
called the bank with mortgage questions. 
#is is what we learned.
#e realtor said that people are starting to 
get nervous about [gas] leased land near a 
potential home. While a realtor has no 
obligation to tell the potential buyers 
that adjacent land is leased, the realtor 
must disclose when a mortgage has been 
declined because of that leasing. Appar-
ently, some realtors are now checking 
leasing maps, either for buyer or seller.
#e bank said that, at present, they were 
not declining mortgages on properties 
adjacent to leased land, but they had re-
called some mortgages on properties that 
had leased surface rights, and were not 
issuing mortgages on leased land. Other 
banks might be following different rules.
Based on this information:

Lease your land for drilling and the bank 
might recall the mortgage, or might not 
offer new mortgage to a buyer.

buyer, you must disclose this to every 
other potential buyer. You may only be 
able to sell to a cash purchaser.

bank isn’t recalling mortgages, yet.

mortgage has been declined and your 
property value may suffer.

Suddenly, fracking’s impact is not hypo-
thetical. Even without any active drilling, 
the effects are apparent. Both supporters 
and opponents of drilling may have dif-

may decline and mortgages may be de-
clined or recalled.
In the end, we decided to stay where we 
are but, as we are surrounded by leased 
land on three sides, we wonder if our 
place will be sellable in the near future. "

#e Town of Danby thanks all of you who participated 
in our recent Town meeting. It was a humbling experi-
ence to see and listen to the diversity of our resident’s 
commitment to their community.
We have received numerous requests to do a follow up. 
If you were there, or if you missed it and have an area of 
interest you would like to pursue, please let us know.
Some of us traveled down to Candor to participate in 
the Rapid Waters public comment session. #e State’s 
vision for the Danby State Forest—25% of the land 
within our Town—is thought provoking.
One of the speakers talked about what this area looked 
like in the not so distant past: the barren landscape, 
drastic reduction of a diverse habitat, and the loss of 

far we have come since then, to see habitat sufficient to 
sustain the return of some of our native heritage.
All of the speakers alluded to the threat, presented by 

let the State designate certain areas of these lands as in-
dustrial sites. Most of the speakers devoted all of their 
comment time to this issue.
#e Town is in the process of writing our response and 

May meeting of the Town Board.
I have tried to keep you updated on our various efforts 
to reduce fossil fuel consumption. After a winter spent 
going through the ins and outs of commingling different 
biomass fuels in boiler systems, we went with a wood-
chip-only boiler. In the end, the reliability of a single-
fuel system overcame our desire to connect to Danby’s 
Land Bank Coop as a fuel source (the project funding 
did not allow us to use the Land Bank’s biomass bales as 
the single-fuel source). In spite of this, we will continue 
to try and keep an open mind on projects of land man-
agement, so critical to the Town’s future interests.
Many of the Town’s essential services are connected to 
multi-jurisdictional contracts. We must cooperate with 
other Towns—and the County—on roads within the 
Town, Animal Control, Recreation, Summer Camps, 

We continue meetings about the shared Animal Con-
trol contract. While we have completed the dog enu-
meration in Danby, the counting continues in other 

Towns. We are a step closer to the information needed 
for Towns to calculate their shares of the contract.
Additional meetings on Youth Services and the Recre-
ation Partnership are bringing to light the full effects of 
budget cuts. #ere is a growing concern about the abil-
ity of participating municipalities to continue contribu-
tions at the previous levels of funding. #e contracts 
might become unsustainable.
I have been impressed over and over in meetings, both 
outside our community and within it, what a dramatic 
and diverse town we live in.
According to the new census data, of all the Towns 
in Tompkins County, only Danby and Caroline have 
grown (increased population). #is will give Danby a 
larger share of sales tax revenues and will help us to keep 
your total real estate tax bill under control.

Danby, NY 14850-8607

#e article about Postal Addressing in last month’s 
Danby News caught the eye of a local postmaster, and 
we’ve been given updated information for mailers.
Today, yes, that’s today, it’s possible, even likely, but 
not guaranteed, that mail addressed to, “Danby, NY 
14850” or “Danby, NY 14883” will be delivered.
#e reason it works today is that long-time postal em-
ployees know about Danby and its multiple-ZIPcode 
problem. Even though “Danby” is not one of accept-
able alternate names for “Ithaca” or “Spencer” (in the 
above examples), they know about Ithaca and Spencer 
routes that deliver to the Town of Danby. When a sort-
ing machine rejects the address, these helpful workers 
manually drop the piece of mail into the correct pile.
Sadly, though, when these workers retire, the sorting 
machines will take over and the machines will follow 
strict rules set by the Postal Service.
#e rules are something like:
1) If there is a 9-digit ZIPcode, ignore the name of the 
town and deliver to the correct carrier route.
2) If there is only a 5-digit ZIP, look at the town name.
3) If the town name is one of the acceptable alternatives 
for the 5-digit ZIP, send for delivery.
4) Otherwise, the mail is not deliverable.
So, the advice given in the April issue of the Danby 
News was partially correct: you can use “Danby”, but 
only if you specify the full, 9-digit ZIPcode. #is ex-
tended ZIPcode can often be found on utility bills, 
bank statements, and other “official communications.” 
You can also find it online at [zip4.usps.com]. "
