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LoOKING DOwN FROM ABOVE

On August 23, representatives of the Tompkins County
Council of Governments Gas Dirilling Task Force (TC-
COG-GDTF) presented the result of efforts by its Map-
ping Work Group (MWG) to predict how gas drilling
might look in Tompkins County and, specifically, in the
Town of Danby.

Because the MWG is neither a leaseholder or a permit-
ting agency, its calculations and the resulting predictions
and maps are based on several assumptions:

* that shale gas extraction will be accomplished using
multiple, horizontally drilled wells originating from a
single one well pad. Estimates range from 8-16 wells
per pad.

* the NYS DEC estimates that spacing units (that is,
the area associated with a single well pad) will be one
square mile (640 acres). The use of smaller spacing
units could yield more well pads.

Danby, with its 53 square miles,
would have a maximum of 53 well
pads if its entire area was leased, 7f’
the well pads could be uniformly

#8 distributed, and if there were no
allowances for setbacks (due to
roads, water resources, etc.).
&\’4 That “uniform distribution” is

pictured in Figure 1.

Figure 2 is an aerial photo of the
central Danby hamlet, with images
of actual well pads superimposed.
It provides a sense of how the well
pads might look on the landscape,
and more clearly illustrates the separation between pads
and existing natural features and house. Both of these
figures are hypothetical images and are used solely as an
illustration; they do not indicate any guess at actual well
pad placement.

A better sense of the actual number of well pads and
their location can be gained by incorporating some in-

Hunters Helping the Hungry

August 15 was the first day for license sales for “Super
Sportsman” hunters and to apply for “Doe Management
Permits.” Many local hunters choose to purchase their
hunting and fishing licenses from the Town Clerk’s of-
fice. This year, ’'m encouraging Danby hunters to make
a donation to the New York State Venison Donation
Coalition. It’s easy to support this effort which helps
provide high protein meat to the hungry. Simply ask
the clerk to check the donation
box and a small fee of $1 will be
added to the license fee.

In these tough economic times,
more and more families are feeling
the crunch and being left hungry.
The non-profit Venison Dona-
tion Coalition coordinates efforts
of hunters, deer processors, food
banks, and other individuals to
add locally sourced food to New
York State food banks. Ground
venison is distributed through
food pantries, soup kitchens, and senior living centers.
One deer can provide approximately 160 servings of
highly nutritious ground venison to those in need. In
2010, 6,181 pounds of venison was donated to the
Food Bank of the Southern Tier and distributed to lo-
cal food banks.

For every dollar donated to the Venison Donation
Coalition, 95¢ is used towards processing the veni-
son. All donations through D.E.C.A.L.S. (the DEC’s
hunting and fishing license sales system) are depos-
ited directly into the Venison Donation Fund. Do-
nations can also be accepted through its secure web-
site, [venisondonation.org], or by check payable to
Venison Donation Coalition, Inc., 415 West Morris
Street, Bath, NY 14810.

The guess at the approximate locations of the 12 well
pads is shown in Figure 3. Please remember that this
is an hypothetical illustration, based solely on the esti-
mated concentration of leased land.

Using information gathered by Greenplan, Inc., [green-
plan.org], the MWG produced an “Impacts Table,” that
predicts the 10-year, Tompkins-County-wide impact of
2,100 wells drilled on 210 well pads (counting the 12
pads in Danby).

Take-home Messages:

* We can learn from Pennsylvania’s experience, and the
current activity level is still small-scale compared to
the drilling that is planned for the future in Pennsyl-
vania.

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W.DANBY WATER DISTRICT UPDATE

This summer, while we were reading meters, one of our
customers informed us of an unusual and fairly recent
surfacing of water.

The conversation started casually, with the customer
describing a spring that had recently started surfacing
water. He was going to have to trench and divert it.
Well, that really caught Carl Seamon’s interest, and he
asked if we could sample the water. We did, and found
chlorine in it—that meant that it was a municipal wa-
ter leak and the customer would not have to trench or
divert. Instead the water line needed to be repaired.

It is difficult to know exactly how much water leaked
during this incident, but we do know that our daily
consumption is down roughly 10,000 gallons per day
since the line was repaired.

The reason I am writing this is to alert you, our custom-
ers, to watch for unusual water surfacing on your prop-
erty. If you spot any, let Carl (607.564.7395), Gene
(607.564.9554), or me (607.564.0469) know if you

have some that you want tested.

Other WDWD news is that the Town Board approved
the use of $3,000 of our budget to pay for an update to
our most recent T.G. Miller engineering study, in order
to upgrade our water storage tank. Work on this will
proceed once that study is updated.

Don’t forget to look for unusual water surfacing on
your property and it would also help to repair any other
leaks around your house, like faucets and toilets. %

DANBY LAND BANK CooP UPDATE

The description of a portable pelletizer, now being op-
erated in Hudson County, generated a lot of interest
during the July 20 meeting of the Danby Land Bank
Cooperative. We tried to get them to come here, but
they felt that they were committed to their own three-
county area. However, another group, the Pocono
Northeast RC&D Council from Pennsylvania, is also
operating a mobile pelletizer and is possibly interested
in coming to Danby. They will estimate expenses and
let us know.

A visit from a portable pelletizer would be an ideal
demo for biomass publicity in our area. It’s also a very
relevant application for the Land Bank, since mem-
bers might be able to heat their homes from their own

fields.

Locally, Community Biomass Energy has agreed to buy
land between Newfield and Danby, on Route 34/96.
Their initial interest is to distribute wood bricks but,
at this point, they are thinking of the long term: selling
minimally processed, locally sourced biomass (wood
chips or chopped grass) to local mid-scale commercial/
institutional end users.

The Danby Land Bank has joined with other New York
State grass interest groups (now referred to as “Agricul-
tural Biomass Interest Group) to lobby for agricultural
biomass-related issues including fuel standards, emis-
sions testing, and multi-fuel appliances that burn wood
and grass.

PuBLiCc HEARINGS TO ADDRESS

(GAS DRILLING LEGISLATION

In the Hollywood version of legislative activity, the
process of passing laws sometimes appears simple: a
handsome politician stands up to propose action, the
bad guys scowl, the yeas and nays are counted, and the
newspapers publish the result. Nothing could be fur-
ther from reality; when the Town of Danby enacts a
law, it must follow strict rules of procedure mandated

by the State of New York.

Once the legislation is formulated (in itself, a detailed
and time-consuming process), neighboring Towns and
bodies must be notified and given time to comment,
official notices must be published, the public must be
allowed an opportunity—a public hearing—to present
written or verbal comments, the environmental sig-
nificance of the legislation must be determined (this
requires comments and a public hearing of its own)
and voted upon, and then, finally, “the vote” can be
counted.

The Town Board is currently considering two legislative
items: an Amendment to the Town’s Comprehensive Plan,
and an Amendment to the Town’s Zoning Ordinance.

As of this writing, the Town has scheduled Public Hear-
ings for the Comprehensive Plan Amendment at 6:30pm
and 6:45pm on Monday, September 12, 2011 (first, the
environmental review hearing and then, the hearing on
the Amendment itself) in the Danby Town Hall. Public
Hearings for the Zoning Ordinance Amendment will
begin at 7:30pm and 7:45pm on the same date.

The Comprehensive Plan Amendment

Danby’s Comprehensive Plan was adopted in 2003 and
hasn’t been updated since then. The document guides
the governance of the Town: it provides motivation and
justification for the laws that the Town wants to adopt,
but does not actually create any laws or rules.

The proposed Amendment supports efforts to preserve
and protect the health and welfare of the Town and its
citizens by providing for orderly and controlled growth.
It introduces clear definitions of “industrial” activities,
and explains why prohibiting and regulating high im-
pact industrial and commercial uses and operations
(including, but not limited to high volume hydraulic
fracturing) will preserve and protect the rural, small
town character of the Town and promote the public
health and welfare.

Amendment to the Zoning Ordinance

This Amendment updates the existing Zoning Ordi-
nance by clarifying the allowed uses of land in the Town
and by distinguishing between “light” uses and “heavy
impact” commercial and industrial operations. It de-
fines terms describing industrial uses, such as “High
Volume Hydraulic Fracturing” and prohibits natural
gas and oil exploration and production, along with re-
lated activities, within the Town.

This is a very busy time in the woods and fields! Some
wonderful quotes came my way through Emails, and
here they are!

«>

Hearings’ more than sightings...walking in the field
after the gracious rainfall we have had, everything out
there seems full of joy at the newly-found softness and
moisture. There is much singing among the insects!”

“How about a non-sighting? Did you notice how few
Japanese Beetles there are this year? It’s not that there
were no grubs, because I was seeing them in the spring
digging. They apparently succumbed to the wet spring/
early summer. I'm guessing it gave predators (fungi,
perhaps) the upper hand.”

Reported findings this month. See you in the woods!

Mammals: coyote, woodchucks, feral cats, numerous
mouse nests I've cleaned out of the tractor’s engine
compartment, lots of coyote sings, some real and
some probable bear scat, a man walking a llama
down a road, red fox.

Birds: broad winged hawks and red shouldered hawks
gyring and calling, barn swallows nurturing some
late broods (earlier broods fledged), indigo bun-
tings, ruby throated humming birds, cedar wax
wings, the great horned owl was around several
mornings, raven.

Amphibians/Reptiles: water snakes, many snapping
turtles, milk snake.

Insects: gigantic flies (2 to 3 inch length of body with
folded wings, four wings, transparent (so I assume
they’re not moths, even though they come to the
light at night); noisy suckers, when they beat the
mesh of the window screen).

Plants: helleborine orchids in bloom in the woods.
